QC MAPPING CHECKLIST

1. Zoom to the EOCODE of each EOR you have to QC, even if they are in the same area (to ensure that a stray polygon from elsewhere in the state isn’t accidentally linked to the EORep!).

2. Confirm that the location on the screen matches the EOR map using the planimetric or topographic images.

3. Turn the EOReps off to make sure the Source(s) are there.

4. Turn the EOReps on and turn the Source(s) off to make sure the EORep is there and is correct (i.e. has all the sources).  

5. Query the EORep and QC the following information under the respective tabs:

Rep Detail Tab:
   

· Estimated RA 

· Estimated RA Comments (check back of BIF)

Rep Extent Tab:  

· Confidence Extent

· Additional Inventory Needed checkbox

Sources Tab:


· Check the number of sources (there are 10 per screen)

· Check Conceptual Type, Uncertainty Type, and Uncertainty Distance of sources

· Confirm that Source Feature Labels match those on the EOR map, if applicable

· Highlight and view Details for each individual source.  If more than 10 sources were created or updated, they would most likely have been assigned the same information via an Oracle upload, so you need only check one of them.  You can randomly check a few sources if you want to.   

Mapping Tab:  

· Digitizing Base

· Digitizing Comments

· Mapping Comments should match those on the BIF, if any.  For EOs near large waterbodies, check for water-related  comments to determine whether or not you’ll have to delete “NYS Water” or “XXX” Spatial Attributes.  If the BIF has no comments, we will accept Biotics’ calculations.  If you insert Digitizing or Mapping Comments from the BIF, click OK to save the changes.  The “Update and Refresh?” window will appear if you also made changes in the Rep Detail/Extent Tabs.  Click “No” at this window, and believe it or not, all changes to both the Source and Rep Tabs will be saved!  If you click “Yes” to the ”Update and Refresh” window, you will have to go back and re-enter the Rep Tab changes that you made.  


Spatial Att. Tab:  

· If EO AREA is checked on the BIF, check the acreage on the BIF and on the EOR!!

· Scroll through attributes to make sure the mixed case fields make sense (e.g. an EO mapped to a town should only have one LocalJuris entry).  If you delete attributes, check the “update when shape edited” checkbox for that attribute.   Water-related attributes (NYS Waters, NYXXXX) should only be deleted if directed by BIF and/or Mapping Comments (under the Mapping Tab).  

General Tab:
· Check the Principal and Sub-EO information, if applicable

· Change QC-Status to “passed”

6. Initial the QC-Map entry on the BIF.

7. Update the Access EO Mapping Log.
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
