Instructions for Modifying SQL/Query Builder Document to Your Program

Since I spent the time making this document for our program, I thought that with a little modification, other programs could probably use it too.  You will need to go through all the exercises and make some changes.

I have highlighted in yellow all of our results from our database as well as data that would be unique to our program, for example, county names.  These are values that you will need to modify based on your results as you go through the document.   Some other values may also need to be adjusted but you will figure that out as you go.  For example, I query for plants growing above 9000’ in one example.  Many programs may not have any plants growing above 9000’ so you would need to change this number to something lower.

Under the Output sections, all I did was cut and paste from Query Builder into the Word document, usually taking about 5 rows of the results, unless more rows were necessary to prove the desired output result.  Just overwrite our results with yours.

You can also cut and paste the queries from Word into your Query Builder (in Free Form Mode) and run the results from there.  A lot of times, all you will need to do is change one of the parameters in the query.

That should be it… I tried to use tables that were universal across all programs, so I am assuming that all of the queries will work, but no guarantees.  At any rate, I hope it helps.
