Oracle in Mapper

Tracker's Query Builder vs. SQL Connect vs. Add/Remove Oracle Attributes
A number of functions within Mapper require that additional data, from Oracle views or tables, be joined to a specific table or theme, prior to loading into the system.  There are a number of ways to do so, which are outlined below.  The demonstration will show how Query Builder and SQL Connect can be used to access Oracle data in Mapper.  This would be useful for preparing a table or shapefile prior to bulk loading new EOs or Source Features in Mapper.  Because the Add/Remove Oracle Attributes tool does not allow joins to non-Managed themes, this tool will be used to demonstrate how you can join an Oracle table or view to a Managed theme.
Query Builder (Tracker): Enables user to specify a WHERE clause and join to ANY table or theme

· Query for the desired data (ie. BCD_ET view)

· Export it

· Import it into Mapper

· Join it to the table/theme

SQL Connect (Mapper): Enables user to specify WHERE clause and join to ANY table or theme

· Query for the desired data (ie. BCD_ET view)

· Join it to the table/theme

Add/Remove Oracle Attributes (Mapper): Does not allow the user to specify WHERE clause and can only be joined to MANAGED themes

· Join table/view to a theme
